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Summary

Tydeids are cosmopolitan mites. They live in moss, soil, stored
products, on plants, as scavengers, plant feeders and predators. The
earliest tydeid is known since 1746. Nowadays this family comprises
51 genera and 411 species. This paper shows one list of genera and one
list of species.

Further investigation of the tydeid family is necessary to improve pest
management.
