Report of Pteromalus bifoveolatus (Hym.: Pteromalidae) from Iran

In the course of sampling of forest trees and range plants insect pests in Shohada valley
(Ghasemloo valley), situated at 45 Km south of Urmia, specimens of endoparasitoid wasp
belonging to the family Pteromalidae were collected from larvae of Malacosoma castrense
(Lep.: Lasiocampidae). The specimens were emerged from infested larvae at the pupal stage
in mid-June 2002. Specimens were identified by junior author as: Pteromalus bifoveolatus
Forester 1861 (Hym., Pteromalidae). This wasp is a widespread species and has been reported
that reared on larvae of families Lasiocampidae (Malacosoma neusteria), Notodontidae and
Saturniidae. The body length of this species varies from 2.8-3.1mm. Head, thorax and gaster
are black in color and gaster is more or less triangular in profile. Scapus long and slender like,
pedicel short and large in size. Antennae 13 segmented with 2 ring segments, funicle and
clava contain 6 and 3 segments, respectively. Mandibules with 4 distinctive dents and tarsi are
5-segmented. The specimens were deposited in the collection of Plant Protection Department,

College of Agriculture, Urmia University.
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
